repetitive strain injuries at work.

e A “Buy Canadian” public purchase
policy in the transportation sector
to make sure government buys
Canadian-made buses, rail cars,
airplanes and other vehicles.

A motion supporting the policy was
adopted by the House of Commons.
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Anti-scab legislation almost won.

Employment Insurance qualification and
benefits: bills to help workers got debated
but died with the election call.

Universal child care: A comprehensive hill
to really help working families was debated
but also died when Stephen Harper called
this election.
